Barvick Burn Woodland Creation

Analysis of key viewpoints using Map
Maker Prospect



Viewpoints

Following on from initial landscape and viewpoint analysis, six viewpoints
were identified to be representative of commonly available views onto or
out from the site. Five of these views are views on to the site from the
south and south -west, as views from other directions are very limited of
absent . A single view out, from the
The Map Maker Prospect programme was then used to generate various
computer images of the proposed woodland as seen from the identified
viewpoints.

For each of the viewpoints, plan and perspective images have been
generated using digital design information. The plans show the location
of the viewpoint, the breadth of view used in the perspective, and the
footprint of the design of the proposed woodland at Barvick Burn.

The views selected were from the following locations. The numbers are as
those used as shown on Map 1: -

1. Knock of Crieff Car Park 9 This shows the views looking northwards from
a popular recreational location above Crieff.

2. Lochlane 0 this provides a snapshot of views from the River
bottom, on the C455 road

3. Core Path on northern boundary & this provides a panoramic view over
the core of the site from the core path around Glen Turret.

4. Torlum Forestd this shows the view from an elevated location to the
south -west of the site, on the U194 road.

5. A85 at Ochtertyre 9 this shows the view looking northwards from the
A857 onto the southern slopes of the site; there are no clearer views
nearer the site

6. A82 south of Crieff @ This shows a typical view available from the A82 on the
southern approach to Crieff; similar but more distance views are available
from around Muthill.

One map view and two panoramas have been produced for each
viewpoint: -

Map View & the map shows the location of the view point, the direction of the
view, and the footprint of the design of Barvick Burn, in vibrant colours to
represent species mixes.

Panorama 2024 & the upper image provides a perspective image in the
Timeline 2024, before any new planting. Information on existing woodlands is
gleaned from the National Forest Inventory, with the woodland being
classed/shaded as broadleaved, coniferous, or mixed. Note that small
woodlands, trees lines etc. are unlikely to be represented.

Panorama 2065 0 the lower image shows the woodland design as it will appear
in roughly 40 years time, using yield class predictions to produce tree heights.
Existing woodland is shown as it is in 2022 (i.e. not including for any future
growth), with the new woodland in Summer colours.

Further, for views 1, 2 and 4, the design (at year 40) has been superimposed
onto a photograph of the view (taken at 50mm focal length). Whilst this gives
a realistic idea of the positioning of the growing trees, tree densities on the
higher ground are under -represented.
