The Thomson’s Land building

is located within the Holyrood
Campus in central Edinburgh;
this area is well served by public
transport and is accessible by car.
The building is within two miles
of the city centre and four miles
of the main halls of residence at
Pollock Halls. The campus lies
between The Canongate and
Holyrood Road, about half a mile
west of the Scottish Parliament
Building.

The nearest railway line is at
Waverley Station in the city
Centre.
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The nearest bus stops are located
on The Canongate approximately
160 metres from the Thomson’s
Land building. Numerous bus
services stop on The Canongate.
